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 Fellowship Snack Ministry Guidelines

1.0
Purpose

1.1
The purpose of this ministry is two-fold:

i) To provide a ministry service to Acts Fellowship where people can welcome and develop relationship with visitors, as well as connect with each other. This service involves the preparation, serving and cleanup of refreshments 
ii)
To help non-members and visitors feel welcome and comfortable at Acts Fellowship.

2.0
Structure
2.1
Each Small Group will be assigned a specific month to buy snacks and drinks, and set up and clean up the church foyer before and after Sunday worship service.

2.2
The Small Group Leader will receive an informational e-mail from the Snack Coordinator before the first Sunday of the month.  If there are any questions, the Leader should contact the Coordinator before the first Sunday or anytime during the month as needed.

2.3
Small Group leaders will be responsible for coordinating their members to serve within the month.
2.4
Church members who are not currently attending a Small Group will be connected with a Small Group so that they too can share in this ministry.

3.0
Finances
3.1
Each Small Group will be given $40.00 per week to purchase snacks and drinks for their month of service.  Purchases above that amount will be considered as a donation from the Small Group.

3.2
Small Group leaders should meet with the Snack Coordinator one week prior to their month of service and receive their month’s snack allowance.

3.3
All receipts and change should be saved and submitted to the Snack Coordinator on the last Sunday of their month of service.

4.0
Food/Supplies
4.1
Snacks/drinks that are being provided are at Small Group’s discretion.

4.2
Please include at least one diet beverage with the drinks, for those who prefer a drink without sugar.

4.3
Please do not provide any snacks which are nut based (i.e. peanuts or mixed nuts)

4.4
Snacks/drinks should be purchased for approximately eighty to one hundred people.

4.5
Cups, plates, utensils and napkins are in the kitchen in the cupboards marked “Acts Fellowship” closest to the door. Again, if your Small Group uses up an item, please notify the church office so that the item can be replenished for the following week.

5.0
Set Up 
5.1
In the foyer, a table is available to be used to set up the snacks/drinks.
5.2
Volunteers for the week should set out the drinks/snacks just before the end of the service.

5.3 Drinks/snacks should be prepared and laid out in the kitchen ready serve prior 
to worship service.
6.0
Clean Up
6.1
As good tenants, it is very important that we keep the all areas of the church clean before we leave.  Small Group leaders should stress this point to all members volunteering during their month of service.
6.2
All kitchen items must be washed, dried and put away.  All sinks and counter tops must be cleared off.
6.3
In the foyer, there are two garbage cans and these must be emptied out and need to be replaced with a new garbage bags. All garbage is to be thrown away in the trash bin in the west corner of the parking lot. 
6.4
To minimize cleaning, please give others a friendly reminder to pick up after themselves, especially the children.

Conclusion

As ministries go, this one is probably one of the simplest ways to get all church members involved in serving, as well as making non-members and visitors feel more welcome at our church.  Let us “serve wholeheartedly, as if you were serving the Lord” (Eph. 6:7) and be faithful with the little things so that God may entrust us with more (Matt. 25:21). 
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
